Limited Distance Ride Rules


LIMITED DISTANCE RIDES


ACTRA has adopted the American Endurance Ride Conference (AERC) rules and guidelines for limited distance rides. No other rules other than AERC rules will be used on ACTRA sanctioned limited distance rides with these few exceptions:

· An ACTRA limited distance ride need not be sanctioned with AERC.

· The vet need not be AERC registered.

· ACTRA may sanction a limited distance ride that is not being held in conjunction with an endurance ride.

Limited distance riding has several

different ways of doing things than that of CTRs, i.e., gates into holds, non-existence of mileage markers and pit crewing. AERC has an excellent Rider’s Handbook that explains these different concepts and can be printed off of the internet, as well as copies of the AERC rule book at www.aerc.org.
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
